Deadline for submission

The Letter of Intent should be submitted by midnight CET (Central European Time) on 14 February 2012. The date and time of receipt on the email server is considered to be the time of submission. Following expiry of the deadline a notification that the Call is closed will be published on the EDCTP website. Please note: applicants are encouraged to submit their applications as early as possible to avoid technical errors and complications.

EDCTP reserves the right not to process applications that are received after the deadline.

Explanatory notes on the Letter of Intent application form

EDCTP code: A code will be assigned by the EDCTP secretariat. Please leave this field empty.

1. Applicants

Applications must adhere to the following requirements:

· The application can only have one Main Applicant with whom EDCTP will correspond.

· EDCTP will only enter into grant agreements with organisations/institutions and not with individuals. Therefore, the grant agreement will be made with the organisation/institution, which employs the Main Applicant and/or one or more of the Co-applicants.
· All other researchers on the application will be considered as Co-applicants and/or research staff employed on the grant.

· The Main Applicant should normally have a PhD and a strong track record in the area of research of the application. Less experienced researchers should apply in collaboration with a more experienced, senior colleague. 

· The Co-applicants should hold a graduate and/or post-graduate degree. Their role in the project should be made clear in the application. 

· The Main Applicant should be a resident of one of the following countries:

· EDCTP-EEIG Member States: Austria, Belgium, Denmark, France, Germany, Greece, Ireland, Italy, Luxemburg, Norway, Portugal, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, The Netherlands and United Kingdom

· Sub-Saharan African countries: Angola, Benin, Botswana, Burkina Faso, Burundi, Cameroon, Cape Verde, Central African Republic, Chad, Comoros, Democratic Republic of Congo, Republic of Congo, Ivory Coast, Equatorial Guinea, Eritrea, Ethiopia, Gabon, the Gambia, Ghana, Guinea, Guinea-Bissau, Kenya, Lesotho, Liberia, Madagascar, Malawi, Mali, Mauritania, Mauritius, Mozambique, Namibia, Niger, Nigeria, Rwanda, Sao Tome and Principe, Senegal, Seychelles, Sierra Leone, Somalia, South Africa, South Sudan, Sudan, Swaziland, Tanzania, Togo, Uganda, Zambia and Zimbabwe.
· Any researcher who may retire during the course of the study needs to identify in the application his/her successor in the project. 

· Any researcher who may change employment during the course of the study needs to state his/her new employer and his/her successor, where applicable, in the application.

1.2. Career summary, education and training

EDCTP wishes to ensure that the applicants intend to devote sufficient time to this research proposal and requests all applicants to provide full details of their current research commitments.

1.4. Publications

2. Research proposal
Title

The title should reflect the main objective of the submitted proposal (<200 characters).
Overview of the research project

This should be a three page summary (10pt Verdana font) that lists the aims, objectives, methods of the proposed study. The proposal should be set in the context of the current status of the research field and the application should describe the expected results and how these will inform future clinical trials. 

3. Alignment to EDCTP objectives

The remit of the application must fall within the current scope and mission of EDCTP. Applications that do not meet this criterion will be deemed ineligible. 

4. Previous applications to EDCTP

All applicants (Main Applicant and Co-applicants) should list previous approaches to EDCTP for funding and the outcome of the request. Please provide the date of application, the name of the Principal Applicant or Project Co-ordinator, the title of the application and the grant code, where known. 

5. Budget and timeline

Please note that full details of the budget request will be required at the full application stage. At the Letter of Intent stage, a summary of the request with a justification for the major items requested is required. The financial request should be given in Euros.

6. Co-funding

Please provide details of funding from other sources that will be used to support the research project, explaining the relationship between this funding and the request to EDCTP. Applicants are not required to submit supporting documentation at the Letter of Intent stage.
